Honors Chemistry Periodic Table of Poetry
Have you ever wanted to do a research project without having to write a ten-page paper?  Here is your chance.  First, choose an element that appeals to you – but it’s first come, first served; only one student can sign up for each element. You’ll sign up though our class website. On the website, watch for the post about the project, and then leave a comment with your name and the element you chose. Remember, only one student per element for all of the chemistry classes. Before you choose an element, however, CAREFULLY read all the information about this project.
Now you are ready to begin.  Your mission on this project has TWO parts: 
1.  First, create a poem of six to twelve lines based on the properties, source(s), and uses of your element. 

· The title of the poem should be the name of your element, but the poem itself cannot include the name or symbol of your element.

· Your poetry may be a traditional poem, free verse, limerick, riddle, etc.

· Your poem should include at least three properties, and a combined total of six sources (sources means where it occurs in nature, who made it, places where the element can be found, etc.) and/or uses of your element. Make sure you choose an element that has all of these!

Second, produce a small poster or create a Glog that displays your poem, illustrations of your poem, and normal information required by the periodic table: element symbol, atomic number, and atomic mass.   

· If you choose a standard type poser, the poster must be exactly 23.0 cm x 23.0 cm, and it must piece of standard poster paper.  (NOTICE - that's cm not inches!)
· If you choose to create a Glog, you will have to register and create a free account on glogster.com using an email account. (You can practice without registering, and if you do register, it is okay with me if you use your parent’s email, as long as you have their permission.) As you work on your Glog, you’ll give it a name and save it. Each time you save, you’ll be given a link to your Glog. Once you’ve finished, and before class on the due date, you will copy the link to the finished product of your Glog and email it to me at tskinner@sbectrojans.com. 
· Your poster or Glog must be a certain COLOR or color theme according to the block in which the element is located on the periodic table: s block - yellow;   p block - purple;   d block - orange;  f block – green. If you are doing a standard poster and cannot find poster paper this color, you can paint your poster or cover white poster paper with other colored paper.  For either the poster or the Glog, you may also use a “print” background, as long as it can primarily be considered a shade of the color below:

 s block - yellow;   p block - purple;   d block - orange;  f block – green
· If you choose to do a standard poster, you must have at least four illustrations, each of which must have at least one out of the ordinary aspect to the illustration. Illustrations that are just printed from the Internet will only be considered average and will not receive full credit. Be creative!!
· If you choose to create a Glog, you must have at least six illustrations, each of which must have at least one out of the ordinary aspect to the illustration, and one of which must be a video. Images that are just copied and pasted from the Internet will only be considered average and will not receive full credit. Be creative!!
· And don’t forget to put your poem on your poster!!
The project is due at the beginning of the class period on the day assigned.  Because the project has been pre-assigned, no late projects will be accepted.  If for any reason you are absent the day the project is due, it is still your responsibility to see to it that your project is brought to school and turned in on time.  If you choose to create a Glog, make sure you email me the link to your Glog before your class period on the day that it is due.
HERE IS WHAT YOU NEED TO DO
· Research some basic applications of your element in society as well as the properties of the element.

· Research different types of poetry and choose one that will best fit the information you have gathered about your element.

· Research the internet for ideas about your poem; however, you cannot copy any part of any poem that currently exists.

· Openly seek input and suggestions from teachers, friends, and family.  While you are encouraged to seek out advice, no one may write your poem for you.  You must compose it yourself.

· Be creative with the illustrations on your poster- get ideas from your English, history, art, math, and music classes as well as from your family.
